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Post-Donation “Share the News!” Shadowbox v1.0 Setup
Created June 2013
The use of a shadowbox on websites has been used for various functions. Luminate Online clients alone have used them to render site registration forms, promote run/walk event registration, request survey responses, and promote a current fundraising campaign. Done correctly, you can use the functionality of a shadowbox to get your information front and center when someone visits your website. 
This instruction guide is for the basic shadowbox setup to promote your post-donation share appeal but we think that once you setup this initial use you will see other post-action social sharing opportunities where you can use this appliance.
1. PREPARE YOUR IMAGES
Open the “shadowbox images” folder and open the graphic file titled donate-shadowbox-photo.psd using Photoshop or Gimp (http://www.gimp.org/) photo editing software. Add your own image to the box using the placeholder image as a guide. Next, select the “Text” layer and edit the copy with your own campaign headline. Save image as a JPEG or PNG file.
We have provided a Facebook and a Twitter button for you to use. Feel free to use your own design if you wish but make sure you set the new size of your images in the code if your size changes.
Upload your images to your document library or FTP and note the URL paths. 

2. UPLOAD FOLDER TO YOUR FTP
If you don’t have access then you will need to contact Luminate Online Client Care and request access to your FTP. 
If you do have access to your FTP, login to your FTP and simply copy the “shadowbox” folder with the CSS and Java files from your desktop to your FTP. Do not insert this folder into an existing folder, simply copy and paste. The location of this folder should be able to be found with "../shadowbox/shadowbox.css”.
(NOTE: By installing this “shadowbox” folder in your FTP once, you will then be able to reference this file for other shadowboxes.)







3. CONFIGURE PAGEBUILDER PAGES
	Shadowbox
Template: .txt file named “donate_shadowbox”


1. Create a single-component Pagebuilder page and name it donate_shadowbox
2. Choose to view your editor in “Plain-text Editor”. 
3. Now, with your new Pagebuilder editor open, OPEN the .txt file “shadowbox” and copy the code and paste it into the plain-text editor of your page.
4. Next click to view your page in your WYSIWYG editor. Here you can modify the design, images and copy of your shadowbox.
5. Click on the left-column image and choose the “insert image” button in your WYSIWYG toolbar. When this opens, you can either browse your computer to upload your new image or you can simply paste the URL of the image if you have already uploaded it.
6. Repeat step #5 to update any images you add to the shadowbox. 
7. Update your copy as desired. Remember that you are working with a device that is meant to be a quick read so keep copy to a minimum. 
8. Click “Apply” and publish page.




	Shadowbox script
Template: .txt file named “donate_shadowbox_script”


1. Create a single-component Pagebuilder page and name it donate_shadowbox_script
2. Choose to view your editor in “Plain-text Editor”. 
3. Now, with your new Pagebuilder editor open, OPEN the .txt file “shadowbox_script” and copy the code and paste it into the plain-text editor of your page. DO NOT VIEW THIS PAGE IN WYSIWYG!
4. There are only three areas where you may need to modify:
a. Height and width of shadowbox or the cookie name

---> To ensure the shadowbox renders correctly in all browsers we recommend you use the absolute URL of your shadowbox page. For example:   http://www.baseurl.org/site/PageServer?pagename=donate_shadowbox&pgwrap=n <---


	Shadowbox Homepage Code For Luminate Online eCRM 
Template: .txt file named “donate_shadowbox_homepage_code”



1. Open the .txt file named donate_shadowbox_homepage_code and copy this line:
<Luminate Online:session name="51" param="donate_shadowbox_script"></Luminate Online:session>
2. Now go to your donation form “Thank You” page, or wherever you want the shadowbox to display, and add this code at the very top of your html editor.
3. Click save.

Testing tip: Create a duplicate of your donation form. Use this form to test your shadowbox. If you use the Google Chrome browser, open a browser window in “Incognito” mode. This will enable you to test the page and see the shadowbox but when you close the “Incognito” window it will not store the cookie. This is handy for when you want to make changes to your shadowbox and don’t want to delete all of your cookies after each edit.



4. FORCE CONTENT TO BE SHARED ON FACEBOOK
	Shadowbox
Template: .txt file named “donate_shadowbox_force_fb_content”



1. Open the .txt file named donate_shadowbox_force_fb_content and update the meta “title”, “description” and image link. 
2. Now go to your donation form Pagewrapper, or the Pagewrapper for another page that you want to be shared and add this code to the wrapper’s “Additional HTML Tags for Head Element” on step 2 of the Pagewrapper setup.
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<meta property="og:title" content="Your link title here" />
<meta property="og:description" content="Your link description here." />
<link rel="image_src" href="http://your_img_url.jpg">

3. If you use this wrapper for other uses, you may want to consider a dedicated donation form and wrapper for this sharing opportunity. It may actually be best to do this to help you clearly see how many donations/actions were generated through the social share shadowbox.
4. Publish this form.

If you want to include SCRIPT elements for javascript or LINK elements, you can enter
them here. The META keywords and description tags are generated from the keywords
‘and description entered, but you can enter additional META tags here as well
